Alaska Air National Guard Change of Command Ceremony

JOINT BASE ELMENDORF-RICHARDSON, Alaska — The Alaska Air National Guard will hold
change of command ceremony here this Sunday, April 19 at 2 p.m.

Col. Karen Mansfield is scheduled to assume command of the Alaska Air National Guard from
Brig. Gen. Timothy O’Brien, who is retiring after 30 years of military service.
